Horse ldentification Certificates Due May '/

4-H and FFA members who are wanting to participate
in the Horse Show at their local county fair and/or the
North Central Kansas District Horse Show MUST
have a completed Horse Identification Certificate for
each horse by May 1st.

An updated form was released in October 2017 so all
members will need to complete new forms for their
horses. The new form will be mailed and e-mailed to
horse project members or can be found online at

This identification certificate must be submitted to
your local River Valley District by May 1st.

The original ID form and picture must be kept by the
4-H'ers or FFA members. You will submit the same ID

form each year for a signature to identify the horse for
that year.

A copy will be kept in the extension office until Sep-
tember 30, 2018. After the completion of the current
4-H Year, copies of Horse ID Forms will be shredded.

You may be required to show your original ID forms
at show check-in. Horses identified after May 15t or
horses without proper ID certificates cannot show.

The North Central Kansas District Horse Show in Sa-
lina is the qualifying event for the Kansas State Fair.
When we have information on the date, we will share
this with our Horse project members. Horse Level
Testing—Level 1 must be passed by June 15t to partici-
pate in the NCK District Horse Show. If you are inter-
ested in completing Horse Level Testing, contact your
local 4-H Program Manager.
